The one asset administered was the non-exempt amount of a receivable due to the Debtor as a result of his divorce

pending at the time of the bankruptcy filing. According to the Debtor, he should receive a payment of $10,000 from his

soon-to-be ex-wife, of which $3,075 is not exempted under the Federal "wildcard" exemption. Claims bar dates were

requested and an estate bank account opened, but no funds received until November, 2009. Each reporting period, the

trustee was informed by the Debtor that funds were not collected from the ex-spouse, and that the ex-spouse was refusing

to pay this amount. In late 2009, the Debtor decided to make a full payment to the estate.
