The
Application requests an award of compensation in the amount of $21,254.75 and expense
reimbursement in the amount of $4,848.43 for the period preceding the conversion of this case to
Chapter 7, as well as an award of compensation in the amount of $6,920.00 and expense
reimbursement in the amount of $1,055.20 for the post-conversion period. An objection to the
Application was filed by the United States Trustce and, following a hearing conducted with
proper notice to all parties, the Court took the matter under advisement.

As for the request pertaining to post-conversion services and expenses, under the Fifth
Circuit's interpretation of §330 of the Bankruptcy Code expressed in Andrews & Kurth, L.L.P. v.
Family Snacks, Inc. (Matter of Pro-Snax Distributors, Inc.), 157 F.3d 414 (5th Cir. 1998),

~ compensation awards for services rendered by an attorney for a debtor who has not been retained \J\\
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.

. hy an estate and who does not (or no Jonger) fits within the compensation exceplion for debtors’
attorneys in Chapter 12 or Chapter 13 cases under §330(a)(4)(B) are statutorily precluded. Thus,
the Court is compelled to conclude that no compensation may be awarded from this Estate for

posi-conversion seryices rendered by the debtors' attorney in this case, save and except for the
awarding of compensation and expensc reimbursement for reasonable and necessary services

pertaining to the preparation of the fee application for the Applicant's pre-corversion services,
which the Court finds to be §1,100.00.

As for pre-conversion services, the Court, having reviewed the Application and
determined whether the services and expenses as outlined in the application were actual,
reasonable and necessary, finds that a reduction of 22.90 hours in senior attorney time ($160/hr)
js justified for excessive time having been billed for the work described, as well as a reduction of

. 1.20 hours in that rate category [or services which did not confer a benefit upon the debtor and 2
reduction of .60 hours in that re;te category for services which were insufficiently described.

The Court further finds that a reduclioﬁ of 9.40 hours in junior attorney time ($75/hr) is
justified for excessive time having been billed for the work described, as well as a reduction of
.60 hours in that rate category for services which did not confer a benefit upon the debtor; a
reduction of .55 hours in that rate category for services which were insufficiently described; and
a reduction of .30 hours in that rate catcgory for charges made for clerical-lype services which
are properly characterized as an overhead item.

The Court further finds that a rcdﬁction 0of 5.30 hou_rs in paralcgal time ($40/hr) is
justified for excessive time having been billed for the work described, as well as a reduction of

8.30 hours in that rate category for services which did not confer a benefit upon the debtor; and a

o 2
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. reduction of 5.90 hours in that rate category for charges made for clerical-type services which are

properly characterized as an overhead item.

As for expenses, the Application fails to disclose the aggregate amount and per page cost
of the reimbursement requested for copying expense in violation of the guidelines set forth in
Local Rule Appendix 2016. Tn comparing the requested photocopy reimbursement with the
compensable services rendered by the Applicant, the Court will reduce the award in this area
from the requested $3,600.35 to $2,329.24. All other pre-copversion expenses are allowed as
requested.

Therefore, the Court finds that good cause exists for the entry of the following order.

IT 1S THEREFORE ORDERED that Robert M. Bandy, P.C. is hereby awarded the
sum of $16,807.00 as reasonable compensation for actual and necessary services rendered to the

. individual Debtors in their respective Chapter 13 cases, together with reimbursement for actual

and necessary expenses in the amount of $3,577.32, for a total award of $20,384.32; which,

following the application of the $3,756.53 previously paid to the Applicant by the Debtors,
